RULE NO. AND TITLE: 410-2-4-. 15-.01ER Inpatient Hospice Services

EFFECTIVE DATE OF RULE; The Agency desires the Emergency Rule to become effective on the date of filing
with the Legislative Reference Service, that is, November 14, 2011.

EXPIRATION DATE: The Agency desires the Emergency Rule to remain in effect for 120 days, through March
12,2012.

NATURE OF EMERGENCY:

Effective March 8, 2010, the Statewide Health Coordinating Council ("SHCC") adopted an inpatient
hospice services need methodology by adding Section 410-2-4-.15 of the 2004-2007 Alabama State
Health Plan ("SHP"). Although Section 410-2-4-.15(6) provides for the need methodology to be applied
to multi-county regions, a list of the regions was inadvertently omitted from the SHP. Without immediate
correction of this omission, providers will be delayed in seeking a certificate of need to meet the neQd for
additional inpatient hospice care in certain areas of the state, representing an immediate threat to the
health, safety and welfare of hospice patients and their families. Accordingly, the SHCC adopted this
emergency provision and the attached chart, listing "Inpatient Hospice Regional County Listings," as
Appendix "A" to Section 410-2-4-.15.
